	Chronological Understanding
	The children start to develop an awareness of the past, drawing on their experiences and what has been read in class.

The children use some common words and phrases relating to the passage of time, such as 'now', 'then', 'new' & 'old'.



	Sequence independently on an annotated timeline a number of objects or events (up to 5) related to the person, event or period studied. E.g. Select and order events of the Great Fire of London on a timeline.

Know where people and events studied fit on a basic timeline.

Name some people in the past who contributed to national and international achievements.

Identify some similarities and differences between ways of life at different times.

Use a wider range of common words and phrases relating to the passing of time. E.g. now, then, yesterday, week, month, year, old, new, nowadays, in the past.  


	Understand the past is divided into differently named periods of time.

Place events, people and changes of British & world history on a timeline.

Use dates and terms related to the study unit and passing of time, Use BC/BCE /CE/AD.

Identify details from local, national and global history to demonstrate some overall awareness of the themes, societies, events and people studied. E.g. Recall a number of details about the Romans and their achievements.

Sequence a number of the most significant events, themes, societies, periods and people studied using some dates, period labels and terms. E.g. Sequence many of the main features of the Bronze and Iron Ages and explain their reasons why.
 
	Show secure chronological knowledge of the history studied.

Independently sequence the key events, objects, themes, societies and people studied using dates, period labels and terms. E.g. Sequence using appropriate labels and dates many of the main Ancient Greek developments, people and events.

Use/apply mathematical skills when placing events in chronological order, using place value, links to negative numbers.

Use relevant dates, terms and period labels in my own writing. 

Describe connections, contracts and trends over short and longer time periods. E.g. Where and when did the period studied exist in comparison to other historical periods?

	Make valid statements about the main similarities, differences and changes occurring within topics. E.g. Categorise changes into the different periods of the Stone Age. 

Know about everyday lives of people in the time period studied. Identify key features and significant events.
E.g. Explain why Roman achievements were significant.

Identify reasons for and results of people's actions.

Comment on the importance of causes and effects for some of the key events and developments within topics. E.g. Explain why some reasons were important in changing the nature of childhood during different historical periods.



	Know key dates, characters and events of the time studied.

Understand continuity and change during the time studied.

Know different aspects of different people - differences between men and women in the time studied.

Know the beliefs, behaviour and characteristics of people, making comparison with another time studied.

Explain the role and significance of different causes and effects of a range of events and developments. E.g. Explain how and why the Vikings were such successful travellers and how important this was to their success.

Know some similarities and differences between things in the past and now, drawing on their experiences and what has been read in class.


	To develop an awareness of the past and comment on what or how things are found out.

Compare pictures or photographs of people or events in the past and discuss their reliability.

 
	Children can describe how the past can be represented or interpreted in a few different ways.

Distinguish between different sources – compare different versions of the same story. E.g. Explain how and why there were different viewpoints about Boudica.  
Begin to evaluate the usefulness of different sources


	Explain how and why it is possible to have different interpretations of the same event or person. (Be aware that different evidence will lead to different versions of the past.) E.g. Explain how and why it is possible to have different interpretations about the Ancient Greek Olympic Games.

Consider ways of checking the accuracy of interpretations – fact or fiction and opinion/bias or anachronism (when something or someone is placed in the incorrect time period).

	Historical enquiry and using sources.
	Understand the past through settings, characters and events encountered in books read in class and storytelling.


	Ask questions.

Children select information by observing and handling sources of evidence including written, visual, oral and artefacts (actual or images) to answer historical questions including using some historical terms.
E.g. Using several sources of evidence, children select relevant information about the theme, event or person studied from pictures, artefacts or a story to write a short paragraph.  


	Do in the second history topic of the year -
Independently devise a range of historically valid questions.  

Observe some details using various sources of evidence including written, visual, oral, artefacts (actual or images) and archaeological sites (where appropriate).

Use the library and internet for research to answer questions.

Choose relevant material to present a picture of one aspect of life in time past.

Answer historical questions with substantial responses based on several different sources of evidence.


	Use a range of sources to find out about an aspect of the time studied. This could include: documents, artefacts, archaeological sites (where appropriate), paintings, images (photographs/motion pictures) and oral sources. 

Recognise primary and secondary sources of evidence.


Do in the second history topic of the year -
Select relevant sections of information to answer their own historically valid questions and bring knowledge gathered from several sources together to form contrasting arguments. E.g. Pose independently a series of questions to investigate by selecting appropriate evidence and use this to produce a valid conclusion.
