	Dimensions of music
	Pulse: the steady beat of a piece of music.
Pitch: how high or low a sound is.
Rhythm: a pattern of long and short notes
Dynamics: loud and soft
Tempo: fast and slow
Timbre: the type of sound e.g. whisper/hum/sing (voice) hard/soft (instruments)
Texture: layers of sound (number of instruments or voices playing together)
Structure: the way the music is laid out e.g. verse, chorus, verse
Ostinato: a repeated rhythm or phrase

Stave: five lines that musical notes are written on

Treble Clef: a sign on a piece of music. Shows that music should be played with the right hand.

(Paired) Quaver: a note that lasts for half a beat 
[image: ]
Crotchet: a note that lasts for one beat
[image: ]
Minim: a note that lasts for 2 beats

Rests: a pause where no notes are played

Semibreve: a note that lasts for 4 beats
