Part A: Pupil premium strategy plan
[bookmark: _Toc357771640][bookmark: _Toc346793418]Statement of intent
Forest View puts the children at the heart of its development and curriculum. We recognise that we serve an area of significant deprivation which is in the bottom 10% of wards nationally. Childhood deprivation, as identified by IDACI, shows that there are areas of extremely high childhood deprivation within the school’s community, being in the bottom 2.5% nationally. 
As a result, the school wants to ensure that these ‘underserved’ children are given the opportunity to succeed academically and to leave the school working at least in line with their peers nationally. This will enable the school’s pupil premium children to have the same life chances as other children which will enable them to move out of the deprivation that they currently find themselves living within. 
The school therefore ensure that its strategy is aimed at raising the educational achievement of all pupils and breaking down any barriers to learning that the children may have.
Challenges
We have identified specific barriers to success that our Pupil Premium eligible students may encounter throughout their time at Forest View, based on data and staff input. Not all students may experience all, or any, of these barriers; however, it is by using the Pupil Premium Grant effectively to challenge and overcome the barriers that we will be able to diminish the difference for our unique context. The barriers identified for Forest View Pupil Premium eligible students are: 
a. Gaps in learning.
b. Poor Attendance – ability, desire or skills to attend school.
c. Self-confidence and aspirations – lack of confidence to achieve highly, feel included within school community, and aspire to high expectations.
d. Limited literacy and numeracy – poor basic entry literacy and numeracy skills, poor literacy and numeracy in the home. 
e. Emotional – irrational, conflicting, immature, or complex emotional development, affecting engagement with school/peers/teachers/curriculum/parents. Having the resilience to learn for a sustained period of time.
f. Limited Speech and Language Skills – many children enter the school well below other children nationally at EYFS.
g. Poor role models in the local community.
h. Access to out of school activities – local library membership, out of school clubs.
i. A lack of regular home routines – expectations around homework, going to bed etc.

Part B: Review of outcomes in the previous academic year
Pupil premium strategy outcomes
This details the impact that our pupil premium activity had on pupils in the 2024 to 2025 academic year. 
In 2024/25 children left Forest View working broadly in line with national norms. The school is proud of the high levels of attainment that were achieved by our pupils, particularly disadvantaged pupils, at the end of year 6. The school’s phonic results have shown a slight decline from the previous year due the increase in students who are new to English in the school. However, considering the school’s extremely low on entry profile and considering the lasting impact that Covid-19 had on the local community children have still made good progress from their starting points at the start of EYFS. The school recognises that pupils are on a 7 year journey through the school which sees them often start well below age related expectations but leave at or above them. The school adds a high degree of educational, social and emotional value to its pupils and believe that they make at least good progress through the school. 
In year 1, 4 out of 10 disadvantaged children achieved their phonic screening check (40%). This was compared with 65% of non-disadvantaged pupils.  At the end of year 2 81% had achieved their phonic screening check compared with 82% of non-disadvantaged children. The school continues to work hard on speech and language development and phonic booster sessions to ensure pupils phonic development is well supported. 
At the end of Key Stage 1 the in school gaps between pupil premium children and all children were as follows:
Reading: -10%
Writing: -4%
Maths: -12%
The school is proud of it’s attainment levels at the end of KS2, which saw many of our most disadvantaged pupils leave the school working at least in line with or above national expectations. At the end of Key Stage 2 the in school gaps between pupil premium children and all children were as follows:
Reading: --0.9% (80% of disadvantaged children achieved EXS or better)
Writing: -21.2% (53.3% of disadvantaged children achieved EXS or better)
Maths: -5.5% (80% of disadvantaged children achieved EXS or better)
GPS: -3.3% (80% of disadvantaged children achieved EXS or better)
Combined: -19% (53.3% of disadvantaged children achieved EXS or better)
Of particular note was the continued high number of disadvantaged pupils achieving the higher GDS standard in reading with 33.3% of them reaching this level.
The gap to national outcomes for all pupils at KS2 were as follows:
Reading: +6.9%, PP -8.7%
Writing: +3.4%, PP -17.7%
Maths: +9.1%, PP +4%
Combined: +10.3%, PP -8.7%

In school data for year groups where statutory testing does not take place shows that there is an in school gap of between -5% and -15% in these year groups. The school continues to see an impact from it’s interventions and these gaps continue to close as the children move through the school.  However, it must be noted that many groups of children in the school missed out on their early years education or KS1 curriculum completely due to the pandemic. This massive loss of schooling had the biggest impact on the schools disadvantaged pupils. 
The school also recognises that some of its strategies are more easily measured over a longer period as they may not have an immediate impact. The school therefore expects the attainment gaps to close further in the coming academic years.
Further information 
The EEF explains: “quality of teaching is one of the biggest drivers of pupil attainment, particularly for those from disadvantaged backgrounds. It is crucial, therefore, that schools focus all their resources (not just the Pupil Premium) on proven ways of improving teaching, such as tried and tested continuing professional development courses and feedback methods.”
Although the school have listed the ways in which pupil premium funding is allocated the school does a lot more to support pupil premium children and their families. This includes many ‘free’ strategies such as showcase days where parents are invited in to celebrate their children’s work, registering children to be members of the local town library, training staff to be better equipped to support pupils, training pupils to be better equipped to support each other, providing children with high quality feedback, running social groups and engaging in a range of research projects which support all pupils including those in receipt of the pupil premium. 
The school also work with other schools in the locality and further afield to make sure that our provision for pupil premium child is the best it can be. Much of this work involves looking at support for the ‘whole child’ which goes beyond educational attainment and progress. Much of the work is pastoral, supporting children at playtimes and with their own mental well-being so that they are better prepared to engage with their learning tasks.
As Forest View take a holistic, relentless approach to the support provided for pupil premium children, this strategy is designed to provide an overview of how the school allocates its pupil premium funding to support pupil premium children. It does not provide an exhaustive list of all the strategies that the school uses to support children who are eligible for pupil premium funding.

Evidence and Monitoring
The SLT oversee implementation and the impact of pupil premium funding. Ultimately it impact is mainly measured and evaluated using assessments that have been obtained during the assessment windows which take place during the school year. However, assessment is an ongoing process at Forest View and staff will be continually assessing children and evaluating the impact of any interventions or strategies that are in place and adapting them if little impact is being seen. 
Governors and trustees also visit the school regularly to monitor and assess pupil premium spending. This is reported on and feedback to governors during meetings and via email.
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
