	Topic Overview

	Our whole school topic this term is ‘Let’s Explore.’ Our whole-school topic this term is ‘Let’s Explore!’ This exciting theme will take us on adventures through stories, nature and the world around us. Our learning will be inspired by well-loved traditional tales including We’re Going on a Bear Hunt, The Gingerbread Man, Little Red Riding Hood, The Little Red Hen, and Jack and the Beanstalk.
As part of our topic the children will be given the opportunity to visit the Bristol Zoo Project.  
This exciting theme will take us on adventures through stories, nature and the world around us.
